* 360 individuals began the survey and 289 provided their consent to
continue the survey.

e Over 200 answered all or most demographic questions.

* Individuals who do not identify as LGBTQIA or as individuals for whom
sexual orientation, gender identity, and expression (SOGIE) status is salient
were removed from the substantive analysis. This resulted in a reduction to
186 respondents.

e Survey language for all but one response was English.
